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Marlborongh, Suabury, Ciclisfrd and dledfield,
'The lateer of which, notwichitanding 1t was defended
by feveral hundred foldiers, was about half burnt
down, and a numbe® of its inhabitants killed. Seven
or cight houfes were burnt in /Peymouth, Allthefe
mifchiefs were dome in the fame month; and meny*
* others were commitred before the year dofed. The
year following they actacked Northampton, Spring
ficld, Grorozry Sodbury, Marlborough, and Plymouth,
buint many of their houfts and barns, deftroyed theu
eattle and kalled many of theé mhabicangs.  NVew-
faimpshere and the Eaflein country fuffered exceed-
mgly. But the pions zeal, and unceafing exertions

of this infant country mdefence of religion and libe
crty, under the aufpicies of divine providcncc,“"%
venged thefe ciuelties, and quelled the Indians, at
leaft for a time, in almoft every quarter.

Wars, more or lefs, however contnued to im-
brtter the cup of this people. Haverlull, Rowley,
and Andpver, were among the fufferers.  In the year
1703, in the dead of winter, when the ground was
covered with a very deep fnow, the Indians fell up-
on %m town of Deer field and deftroyed it.  They

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verfull, and ranfacked the reft; killed 30 or 40 poi-
fons, and according to fome accounts, took about
roo prifoners (&) The French were concerned in.
both thefe expeditions as well, as-in many other in-
ftances. The Indians continued their mifchiefs for
many years. They feemed {o void of afenfe of mo-
ral obligation, that no treaty would bind them; and
no faith could be placed in any of their promiles.
Tur French, who had greac foot hold in America,
were not ndifierent and inactive during thefe feenes.
Aviful and mtriguing, as was always their char-
ader, 1 every poffible way, cthev encouraged the In~
dians to annoy the Englith.  They made great en-
groachmenzs upon the Colonies. They gready ob-
flrudted our trade and fithery, captured many of our
vellels, and carried them ivto Louisburgh. « Roufed
with indiguation at fuch continual infults and inju-
rics, an expedition was formed againit that neft of
plunderers; and, after forty nine days fiege, to the
altenifhment of all Europe, Lowisburgh furrendered
to the New England forces, June 17th, 1745. “An
cvent, viewed in all irs circumftances, fcarce paral-
clled m modem or ancient hiftory(c).” Fron¥ the
-t fiep of that memorable cxpedirion by our New ”
Lngland forces, cided by a fivall Briufh fquadron, to
the complete reduction of that formidable fortrefss
was evinced the conduéting hand of providence im @
wonderful-

of Louisburgh, Fronce refolved to raife “a flect and
armament to recover that place, to make a conquelt
of Noyafeotia, and'to lny wafte the whole fea-coaft
from Novafeotia to Georgia."

GREAT preparations were accordingly made : ¢ Tbe
whole fleet confifted of 14 capital thips, 20 fmaller
ongs, together with fire fnips, bombs, tenders, and
tranfports for cight thoufand troops; in the wholea-
bour feventy fail.”

Tuis great fleet, under the command of Duke d’An-
ville, was to have failed the beginning of May, 1746.
Rut the hand of that providence, which commands
the winds and the feas, feemed to be vifible in cauf-
ing the oppofing elements to retard the cnterprife;
for, notwithftanding they were {o early ready for fea,
contrary winds prevented their failing from Frange,
till the 22d of June.

M. Conrrans, with four fhips of the line from
the Weft Indies was to join them. This fquadren are
rived upon the coaft fometime before the grand Aeet.

¢ After awhile, being feverely combated by ftorms and
fogs, and bewng firangers to the coaft, and not find:

Tue news of the fleet’s fuling from France excited
great anxiety in the minds of the peopie.  Their

fears werc in fome meafirre, however, relieved by the
news
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news of the fuling of a Bririfh flect after them,..-
. Thefe hopes, however proved aborrive ; for Admiral
Ieftach put our no lefs than feven umes from F.ng-
land, 1ecis faid, (4) and was diivest back by conerary
winds. The Fiench fleet having failed, and fteering
téo far fouthward fgll mro the hot chimates m the
very heatof fummer.  This, with che Iength of their
paffage, which was about three months, caufed a mor-
tal fichnefs among tlem, of wihich ghour thirseen hun-
dred died ze feo. The reft were much weakened an
difrrited. 4 /
\WHeN the news arrived that the fleet was feen
approachng the coalt, the country was filled: with
confteination 3 and every face feemed to gather pale-
nefs.  The frrcees filled with men, marching for the
defence of the fer ports, and the diftreffes of women
and children, trembling for the event, made too decp
impreflions upon the minds of thofe who remember
thefe fcenes, over to be erafed. But never did that
rehigon, for vhich this country was fertded, appear
more umporeant, Hor prayer more prevaient, than on
this occafion. ~ A Gobp hearing praycr, firetched forth
the arm of his power, and deftroyed that mighty Ar-
mameny, in a menner shnoftas extraordinary, as the
denwnine of Phaiach and bis hoft n the Red fer.

Finding his flups in a fhattered conditiou, fo many
of*his men dead, and fo manv fickly, the Adnural fell
into difcouragement and died on the ﬁt:ccnth.ﬁ@--\
The Wice Admiral, foon after arrved, and finding
hipfelf m fuch an awful condition, and ftruck with
chagiin and diappoinzmens, put an ead to his own
Lfe with his fivord.  What remaied of che fleet
landed o rectme. Bue the fichnefs fivept off orte
thoufand, one hundred and thurty more at Chibucts ()
before they left the place.

Tus news that Admiral Leftock with an Et-
glith fleee was evpedted after them, haftened their de-
wrminstion to leave the place. They bumt one {hip
of the line, and feveral others pot fit (or feas ftruck
their tents, embarked, and on the 13th, of Otober,
put to fea with all expedition.  On the 15, thee
were met by amother violent ftorm ncaff Cape Sables,
by which they were featrzred and very much dam-
agea.  On the nexe dav, the ftorm abating, and the
tveather proving more favorable, they colle@ed therr
featered fleet as well, as tiy could, and attempred
to pieis forward omgheir \oyage.

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‘obferved as a day of Fafling and Praye, through-
out the Province. And, wondertul to relate, that
very night Gop fent upon then a more drendfisl
ftorm than either of the former, and completed their
deftrudtion. Some overfet, fome foundered, and 2 rem-
nant only of chis miferable fleer, returned to
France to carry the news. Thus New England ffood
Aill, and [aw the falvation of GOD.

Peact enfued in 1748, Bur France, everreftiefs
and ambitious, forming new fchemes, put her in-
tiguing wheels in motion, asd precipitated another
war. Open hoflilitics commenced in 1734, and war
was proclaimed the 17th of May, 1756. TFor the
firft year or two of this war, the Englith were un-
fortunate, and the French fucefsful. In 1757, Fort
William Henry fell into their hands. An excellent
tufloran (%) gives us the following juft account of
the conduét of zhe French and Indians at that place, as
they who weie prefent, and eye witnefles of the feenes,
can tefify.  “ The marqus de Montcalm la:d fiege
to Foit Wilkam Henry which ftood on Iake George,
on the 3d, of Auguft 1757, with ten thoufand men,
and 2 tram of arallery; and on the gth, Colonel
Mouro, the Commander, was obliged to furreader,
having expended all his ammunition. The garrifon
obtained, by their gallant defenge, an honourable ca-
pitulation 5 but many of them were cruclly butcher-
ed by the French Indians, together with wemen and

children.

(6’0”“? of the war from 1749, to the deluatine trenty of peerzan
1703
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chddien. A feene of fuch favage cruelty, and hor-
rid barbaricy, was never aled as at the gaics of this
forc: The mfanes and children weare feized by the
‘neels, and their brains beat out aganft ftones and:
trees; the throats of fome of the women were cucy
and the bodies of others were ript open, and cheir
bowels torn out and thrown in their faces: And oth-
er more fhoching marks of rage, horror, and cruelty
were committed, but which, for the fake of the hu-
mane reader we fhall not mention. All thefe were
done in the fight of the French regulars, and cheir
inhuman commander, who, contrary to the ardcles
of the capitulation, never ordered them to reftrain the
bacbarity of the Indians. Part of the garrifon, how-
cve;, elcaped to fort Edward, in a miferable condi-
uof, after being purfued feven miles by the enemy’s
favages.” (¥)

Heaven refented their perfidy, pleaded our caufe
and changed the events of war in our favor. The
marquis de Montcalm fell in batle at the fiege of
Quebec; which imporant fortrefs {urrendered to the
Englith on the 18th of Scptember, 1759.  This
victory was celebrated in Europeand America. The
late Dr. Cooper, in 2 fermon preached before the
General Court on the occafion, fays, ¢ The worth '
of this conqueft will appear greatly enhanced if we
reflet upon the charater of the enemy which we

Trus the Gob of armies girded hus "fiverd upon
Fas thigh: and rode upon the heavens for our help,
and iz his cxcellency upon the skies; and laud the

enemics of our religion at his fect.
BuT, alas! what returas did we make for thefe in-

cflimable favors? Qur ingratitude and difobedicnce
to Gop juftly raifed his nghreous difpleafure againit
us. Out joy was foon turned into mourning. A
diftreffing war commenced between Great Brirain and
America. At length, humbling ourfelves before Gop
and appealing to heaven for the jufinefs of our
caufe

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caufe, we declared ourfelves independent, and re-
tolved to befree.  Tc defend our rights and privile-
ges, and to maintain our independence, bya folemn
public a&, we pledged to one another our hves, onr
property, and our facred honor! Through a feries
of wonderful providencesand events, not much fhort
of nuracles, under the guidance 'of heaven, and the
able(t ftatesmen and warriors, through blood(hed, and
numerous indefcribable difficulties, we obtined aname
among the nations of the earth; and our independ
cace and {overeignty were either *mmplicitly or cx-
pitcitly acknowledged by every nanon in Etrope.
The remarkable providence, by which we were de-
fended aganft the wiles of the wicked, the numer-
ous mifreprefentations of perfidious enemics at home
and abroad; and agamft the force of oncof the moft
potent nationss the manner in which we obtained
warlike ftores and other fupphes; and the detection
of the wilet plots againft us, all demand our gratc.
ful remembrance. Ve may parucularly notice the
treafon of Amold, who for filver and gold, bargamn-
ed away one of the ftrong fortrefles of America, (2)
the dw was fiaed upon, and had arrived when 1t was
to have been delivered into the hands of our ene-
mies. Praife to the Gop of our Fatkers and cur
Gop, the plot was difcovered, the Briufh agent was
cahen and hung as a fpy. Armnoid, tharJudasof A=
merica, efcaped to be defpifed even by his employ-

ers; and to fuffer the flings and torments of his own
confcience

("> Tort on Weft nonr,
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confcience, more dreadiul than a thoufind deaths.
Thefe, and numerous otner inftances of the fignal in~
terpofitions or diving providence, during the war,
ought never to be forgotten. Was ever a people
under greater obligations toacknowledge the guiding,
proteting hand of Gon, than we are? But ingran-~
tude and «he mifimprovement of dwvine goodnefs, we
have reafon to fear, have moved a rightcous Gob to fuf-
ter us to be involved 1n new troubles,

Serricop down in peace, under che freeft and beft
confhitutions of” government, ever framed by wman 3 ad-
mniftered by men of our own choice, who'e liber-
ties end incerefls are iofeparably blended with our
own; under flourifhing and mpidly increafing trade,
agriculture, fithery, and manufa&ures, with g growing
popelutfon 5 and the enjoyment, of civil, rehgi-
ous and nauonal happinefs, furpafling the anticipations
of the moft fanguine; did we not too haftily, < refign
ourfelves into the arms of fecurity ;”" faying, as it were,
“the bitterne{s of deathis paft,”* we fhall fee no more
wein our day? And, like Gop's ancient people, did
wenot fergeer the works of the Lorp, and the won-
derful thirgs he had done forus? Almighty Gop, who
alwass tales notice of the ingratinde of his peoples
2ad never fuffers it long to go unpumthed, was pleafed

the culy poffble wife fiep for a people fiaiedas we
were, we taoh a neutral flation.  Every poffible artifice
was ufed to drawus into the vortex. Drican unjultly
awached gur trade, and made great fpoliations upon our

commerce.
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commerce. We complained of their flageant injuftice,
and propofed a negotiaticn. England liftened to the
propofal ; and a commerciul treary of alliance enfued ;
which, though it was not in all points che beft tha: could
have been withed, yet was infinicely better than a war
France had formerly, for her own intereft, acknowledg-
ing our independence was eftablithed, affifted us in the
war aguinft Brirain; for whica aid we made her full
compenfhtion, even before the times ftipulated for had
expired.  Butnow, vexed at not being able with all her
inwrigues, to draw us into the war, contrary to the laws
of nations, of jultice and the faich of treatics, has com-
migred the moft grievous outrages upon our defencelefs
commerce; and umrighteoufly plunderedus of our
property by the loweft culeuiation, to the amount of
morc than fifty millions of dollars. A minifter was fent
to France to prefent our complaints, but was refufed an
audience. Our diftreffes and our forbearance conanued.
Three cavoys extraordinary were then fent, with moft
ample powers and inftru@ions, ¢ to do juftice to France
and her citizens, if inany thing vz bave injured them;
to ohtuin juftice for the muttiplied injurics they have
committedzzainitus; andto preferve peace.”  DBueall
was in vain. They could not be accredited: witli-
out ftipulations for fuch vaft fums of money, and fuch
fubmfive terms, o> would be tantameunt to the Tefiga-
ing of our fovercignty and mndependence to their infiu-
cince and diétetion, asche price of en.ering upon ! he-
gocistion.  Such degrading terms wege {piritedly refii-
ed,
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cd; and ourenvoys were recalled.  The fpiriced and
judicious meafures of our government, our naval and
nnlitary opertions to defend our commerce and our
dearelt righes,it is faid,have changed che language of the
I'rench governmentinto a milder tone.  Happy for us,
if 1t fhould not prove ro be thetear of the Crocodile
over the pray he means to devour. Letus bgware of
the decoy.  Satan often does more mifchief'when trans.
formed into anangel of light, than wken he attacks o-
penty with hiselovenfoor.  Whaticliance ean be plac.
ed upon men who renounce chriftanity and the holy
fabbath, who deny the immortality of the foul, and
even the exiftence ofa Gop? What ties of obligation
canbe found inthe fach and promifes of fuch, to give
rhem cgnfideration in the minds of a wife, and religious
peorie? Shou!d fairand candid overtures of peace, up-
on juft and ngheeous principles, accompenicd with

good evidence of their fincenity be madeto our govery-
ment, the offers would doubtlefs be cag erly embraced 5

and the event would gladden every true American heare.
But, ull then, putung our cruft in Gop, the great Arbi®
ter of nations, let us unite in the ftrongeft bonds of peace
among ourfelves; and put forth every exertion even to
the laft excremity, in fupporting our own government
and defending our independence, and our precious rights
«nd privileges, 2gainft all foreign influence, and cvary
bold invader. Then may we hope, that mo weapons
Jormed aganft us will be fuffered to profper. The

cowplete and molt impottant victory, gained by the Bric-
ifh
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ifh over the French fleer i the Mediterrancan {v2, may
al{o have inlluence, to induce the Frencly government,
offenfibly, to change their profeffions and condutt to-
-wardus; while their difpofitions and views may be pra-
cifely the fame. But O, let our country beware 3 let
us be doubly guarded aganft the envenomed ferpene in
the grafs, as asnore dangerous enemy, than the moft nuf
chievous viper in openview.  Snares have been laid for
us, and fares without difpute will be laid for us.---
As the PQlmift expreffes it #hey may enconrage
eheinfelves i an evil matter.  They commune of lay-

ing fnaves prively.  Lut hitherto by the wifdom, the
vigilence and firmmefs of our rulers, their fhares have

been difcovered and broken, and we have efcaped. May
a prote&ing providence ftill keep us from the [nares
and the grinslaid for us by the workers of iniquity ;
and may the cvils defigned againit us, eventually, fall up-
on theirownheads.  Particularly, may we be defended
againft che men of treachery, flander aud falfehood, of
our own nation, who have boen fo bufily employed in
fomemting difficulties and divifions among ourfelves;
who, by wicked artifice, falfhood and mifreprefenzations
have leftno ftonc unturned, to bring us under foreign
influence. As for thofe weak, but honelt men, who
have been the dupes and the tools of theartful and the
wicked, their ignurance may be fome palliation of their
faults ; andis allthat cap be pleaded in their excufe.
Butas for thofe wicked tools of a foreign nation, whofe
pride and avarice would lead them to fell their country
)
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to gratify their pafiions; Iam perfuaded the time s
haftening, when a taitfold vengeance will light upon
their guiley hcads.(ﬂ}s May timely repentance, and
theirevery c\eruon in making reparation  for the evils
fizch men hatcattempted againgt their injured country,
fave them, through the merev of Gup, from final perdi-
tion. Praifed be Gop, who huth hitherto  difepposssed
the deces of the erafty, and prevented  thess hands
from performing theke emerprifes.

Wnat thankfulvefs is due to a proteéting  provi,
dence, that we have not yer fallen a facnficeto thofe
dangerous fecreg focictics, which are numerousin  Eu-
rope, and fome of which, ir is faid, and I believe with
truth, extlt in America.  Their atheiftical, their blaf-
phemous, immorralizing, diforganifing principles, therr
unremitting endeavors to overturn all exifting govern-
menrs and religion, as fet forth by Profeflor Robifou‘ and
the Abbe Barruel, both writers of eminence and credit,
are 2lmoft enough to chill thebloodin our vemns; and
ought to roufe the attention, awaken the vigilence, and
excice the endeavors of every friend to religion, to de-
velope the dark defigns, and to guard againft che baneful
influence of all fuch dangerous feerer machinations.

ThE feafons afford us further demontftrations of the
inany wonderful works of Gap toward ys.
